HSPA Prep is a math course designed to prepare students, in their junior year, to take and pass the NJ High School Proficiency Assessment Test, which is required for graduation.  A variety of topics will be discussed from Algebra 1, Geometry, and Algebra 2.  Students should have successfully passed these courses prior to taking a HSPA Prep course.  Most of the topics discussed will be review in nature, although some topics will be introduced that do not necessarily appear in an Algebra or Geometry course.  Students will also spend a good deal of time familiarizing themselves with open-ended questions; knowing how to answers math questions in words and how the questions are scored.  Both a midterm and a final exam will be given in the form of a practice HSPA exam.
