Overview of the course:  
This course builds upon the solid mathematical foundation that was laid in Algebra I.  Students enter this course with an understanding of real numbers and the ability to perform basic operations on them in various forms.  They are familiar with the use of variables and can simplify or factor basic expressions, solve linear and quadratic equations, and graph these functions.  In Algebra II, students will revisit linear and quadratic functions, but will now take their understanding to a deeper level.  Students will then explore exponential, logarithmic, polynomial, rational, and radical functions.   A great deal of emphasis will be placed upon manipulating rational and radical equations as the students prepare for Pre-Calculus.  Matrices and matrix operations will also be introduced and used to solve real-life problems.
