Grading Policy:

· Homework:  In order to get full credit for a homework assignment, all of the work must be shown.  If you only have part of the assignment complete, you will not receive credit for the assignment.  You may not make up a homework assignment, as it will be irrelevant as we move onto another topic.  Just do your homework when it is assigned and you will benefit!
· Tests/Quizzes:  You will a test or quiz every week.  All of the tests will be two parts, with calculator and without.  As we progress through the book, you will find a couple of problems on the chapter test from the previous chapters mixed in with the current chapter’s problems.  This will ensure that you do not compartmentalize, meaning you won’t study a topic and then forget it. Math is a cumulative topic.  You need to remember what we learn in chapter one because we still need to know them in chapter 10!
· Participation:  You will receive a 0-4 everyday for your participation.  In order to receive a 4 you must show up, have your homework complete, participate in class discussions, take notes, pay attention, and utilize your time wisely to complete assignments.  If you do not have your homework, not only will you receive a 0 for the assignment, you cannot receive higher than a 2 for participation.  If you are late to class, you, also, cannot receive higher than a 2 for the day.
