PERFORMING ARTS COSTUME POLICY

Each year, the Performing Arts Faculty accumulates costumes into the PAA costume closet to use from year to year.  This not only provides choice in costuming, but it also avoids having parents or guardians spend money.  The faculty works hard in building the costume closet and they take pride in maintaining the costumes.  All costumes must be treated with the same respect as school textbooks are treated.

The following are guidelines on how the costume closet will be maintained:

· Students are not permitted to be in the costume closet without a teacher present. 

·  In order to be sure that all costumes return to the costume closet in its entirety and undamaged, students must sign them out once they are removed from the closet and must return them immediately after the performance.  

· All costumes must be returned to the respective teachers for inspection. 

· If the costume is returned damaged, the student must pay for its repairs or pay for a replacement depending on the amount of damage.  

· If the student loses the costume, he or she must pay for a replacement.  

· If the costume is returned in excellent condition, the student must sign the sign-out sheet indicating that the costume has been returned.

 It is crucial that a teacher is present during the entire costume selection time in order to maintain order.  The Performing Arts Faculty would like to continue to be able to provide the costumes to their performers. In return, the performers must respect school property so that future students can reap the benefits of a full and complete costume closet.
