COMPONENTS

Music Theory and History is a one-semester, senior level vocal class designed to prepare the students for the Vocal Music Exit Exam. 

In the Music Theory component of the course, the students will analyze prepared musical scores to demonstrate how elements of music are manipulated.  They will examine how aspects of meter, rhythm, tonality, intervals, chords, and harmonic progressions are organized and manipulated to establish unity and variety in musical compositions. They will listen to and study a diversity of musical works to discern similarities and differences in how the elements of music have been utilized. Finally, they will compose their own chord progressions using a chosen system of notation. 

In the Music History component, the students will review all eras covered in Music History I, II, and III, as well as be introduced to 20th classical music, jazz history, the history of rock, and multicultural music. Students will listen to and watch example pieces to reinforce concepts.

All students are required to bring the following items to class every day. Failure to have any of these will result in a lowered participation grade for the day.
