COMPONENTS

VOCAL TECHNIQUE

  
Vocal Technique includes basic anatomy of the muscles involved in respiration and the importance of body alignment for proper breath support.  The students will learn the entire breathing process and healthy, supported singing through warm-up exercises and work on individual pieces. Students will also learn the processes of phonation, producing tone, and articulation, voicing vowels and consonants.
The students will begin repertoire study with two songs from American Musical Theatre, an up-tempo song as well as a ballad. Students will learn the process behind preparing a 16 to 32 bar cut of each song, along with a complete character analysis.  Students will also be expected to construct a proper audition binder.

IN-CLASS PERFORMANCE
 
In Class Performances are required for the application of technique, camaraderie, and evaluation. The student must be able to execute technical knowledge and artistic interpretation in front of a live audience to be a successful performer. Students will be expected to complete an in-class performance of their audition pieces, and as a result, gain valuable self-esteem and constructive evaluation skills in watching themselves and each other perform.
