PROFESSIONAL AUDITION CONDUCT

PRE-AUDITION
Music Choice

· Should be something you are very comfortable with. Do not learn something new for an audition unless you have plenty of time to spare
· Make sure your song choice is age and gender appropriate. 
· Choose songs that show off what your voice can do. You want to show that you can do a range of things with your voice.
· Even if you are asked to only prepared to sing 16 bars, be prepared to sing more if the director asks
· The music should not be filled with inappropriate language. One or two instances is okay, but any more than that is starting to go overboard
· “Contrasting Styles” means a fast song and a ballad, but it also could mean contemporary vs. traditional, head voice vs. belting, happy vs. sad
· Try to avoid two songs from the same show. 
Prepping your music for the accompanist

· Make sure the music is double sided. The exception is if your except is two pages long

· Minimize page turns. The music should look like it looks like in the book

· Clearly mark with pencil and highlighter where you are starting, where you anticipate ending, and any cuts you are making

· The music should be in a (preferably) black binder with no markings on the outside. You don’t need anything larger than a 1” thick binder

· If you are doing any repeats, copy those out so the accompanist does not have to turn back pages.

Choice of attire (Vocal/acting)
· Look professional. This means no denim, sneakers, or t-shirts.

· Clothes should be appropriate. Do not show too much skin

· Simpler is better. You do not want the audition panel to be distracted by your clothing
· If you are not sure the clothing is appropriate, it probably is not.

Choice of attire (Dance)

· Yoga/Jazz pants, Jazz shoes, t-shirt

· Clothes should be appropriate. Do not show too much skin

· Make sure you can move in the clothes you wear

· The choreographer needs to see your body type, so do not wear excessively baggy clothing

· If you take dance classes, the clothing for that is likely appropriate

AT THE AUDITION
General

· Be 10-15 minutes early!

· Warm-up/stretch BEFORE the audition

· DO NOT talk at all, especially during the dance call. The panel has a limited amount of time. Wasted time is less time that you have to show off, and it shows a lack of focus on the task at hand

· Be confident, but not arrogant.

· Go all out, even if you are struggling.

· The accompanist follows you, not the other way around

Introducing yourself to the accompanist

· Introduce yourself by name to the accompanist. 

· Say “I’ll be starting with ___________” and show the accompanist where you are starting, ending, and any cuts your are making

· Sing one or two bars to give them a idea of the tempo you want to go.
· This should be as rehearsed as your actual songs

Introducing yourself to the panel (slating)

· -“Hello, my name is _______________, and I will be starting with _____________ from ____________”

· -Also good for greetings: Good Morning, Good Afternoon, Good Evening

· -Not so good: Hi, Hey, What’s Up

· -Speak clearly, slowly, and audibly. 

· -Use your full first name

AFTER THE AUDITION

· Thank the panel

· Don’t’ take any critique personally, they just want to tell you how to improve
