Use Microsoft ACCESS and follow these directions. Write the SQL code statements where required. Do not show any data. Questions 1 and 8 must be done in Access because SQL doesn’t create databases or reports. Write the SQL for the remaining questions in the boxes which should be self-expanding.

Open Microsoft Access.

1. Create a new database called “Bond”. We are going to compile data for the James Bond films from 1962’s “Dr. No” to 2002’s “Die Another Day”. Do this in Access because there are no SQL commands to accomplish this.

2. Write the SQL to create a table called “James” with fields for “id” (unique primary key), “title” (of movie), “year” (released), “actor” (who played Bond?), “villain” (who played the bad guy), “actress” (who played the female lead?), and “synopsis” (one line about the plot):



3. Search the Internet and write the SQL code to populate the database records with appropriate data (There have been 19 Bond movies, 20 if you count Casino Royale):



4. Supposing that Sean Connery gets knighted, write the SQL code to change all records for him to “Sir Sean Connery”:



5. Write the SQL code to display all the movies where Roger Moore played the lead:



6. Database Normalization techniques require that when you have a number of records with the same data in them you create a new table and a relationship between the old and new tables. Write the SQL code to create a new called “Lead” to contain the name of the actor who played Bond and an id number:



7. Write the SQL line(s) of code to replace the “actor” names in the “James” table with an id number that relates to the id number in the new “Lead” table. Make sure you use the same id numbers as question #6:



8. Create and run and print a report showing your database “Bond” table “James”. Be sure to put your name on it. Do this in Access because there are no SQL commands to accomplish this.
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
