Course Description: The administration of medications is one of the most 
important tasks in Nursing. It is also one of the tasks in Nursing that has the 
most potential for harm to the patient. Medication errors are one of the most 
common threats to patient safety. This course will introduce the student to 
basic principles of pharmacology, methods for calculating drug dosages, the 
safe administration of drugs, common medications and their actions, and 
nursing responsibilities in both administration of medication and patient  
education.   
 
Objectives: the student nurse will be able to: 


1. Understand and apply basic principles of pharmacology in the 
classroom and clinical setting. 


2. Correctly calculate drug dosages.  
3. Safely administer medications in the clinical setting, using the basic 


principles of pharmacology and principles of medication safety. 
4. Understand the action, use, side effects, and nursing responsibilities of 


each classification of drug. 
5. Develop patient teaching plans for each drug classification 
6. Understand the safety parameters and lab values for medications 


Grading criteria: Because the administration of medications is one of 
the most important tasks of the nurse, and patient safety is a primary 
concern, the grading criteria for this course are stringent: 


• Grades are based on correlated exams/ quizzes [50/50]  
• A medication administration pre-test will be administered prior to 


the student’s clinical rotation in medications administration. A 
passing grade of 75% on this test must be achieved in order for the 
student to continue the clinical experience. Remediation preparation 
with a tutor for a re-test will be scheduled for the student at his/her 
own expense.

Course Description/Objectives: The patients that a nurse cares for 
in all settings may have psychiatric or mental health issues. Therefore it is crucial 
to nurse’s training at every level, to have a working knowledge and 
understanding of mental health and its impact on the treatment of their patients.  
 
This course introduces the student nurse to the history and basic concepts of 
mental health nursing. The student nurse will become familiar with the 
vocabulary, disorders, therapeutic modalities, pharmacologic treatment, and 
issues in mental health nursing. In addition, the student nurse will utilize the 
nursing process in the treatment of patients with mental health disorders and 
demonstrate clinical competence in therapeutic communication and the 
promotion of a therapeutic environment. 
 


Grading: Quizzes: 40%  
           Group presentation: 20 %   
           Meeting synopsis: 10% (Due first day of class) 
           Final exam: 30% 
 
Attendance at one 12-step program meeting is required for this course, and is to be 
arranged by the student. It is your responsibility to locate a meeting outside your 
local area and to call ahead to obtain permission to attend. Adherence to privacy 
and professional nursing standards is expected. Weight Watchers and Overeaters 
Anonymous is not acceptable. A one or two page typed synopsis of the experience is to 
be submitted on the first day of class. Read the chapter (Ch 9) on Intervention in 
Groups prior to attending the 12-step meeting. Additionally, the student is expected 
to use group dynamics terminology in their synopsis This synopsis should include your 
reactions and perceptions regarding the meeting. Do not recount what happened. A 
critique is expected, to include observations regarding the group dynamics: (10 points 
each) 


o The therapeutic value of the session,  
o The role of the leader,  
o Is there a dominant member? How is that handled?  
o Does the leader draw out the reluctant participant?  
o Are individual members respected? Are reluctant members encouraged to 


participate? If so, how?  
o How does the room arrangement detract from or contribute to the 


therapeutic environment?  
o If you don’t think the meeting is therapeutic, why?  
o What kind of group is it (see your text)  
o Which functions of a group do you observe?   
o And finally, how many, if any of Yalom’s curative factors can be identified 


in the group?   







 
 
 
Group presentations: The Psych curriculum requires a group presentation. Presentations will 
be on the following psychiatric topics: Depression, Schizophrenia,  
Eating Disorders, Suicide, Sexual Assault and Domestic Violence, Bipolar and Borderline 
Personality Disorder, and Cognitive Disorders. The instructor will assign the topics and the 
groups.  


 Presentation format is the nursing process: assessment (include 
characteristics/behaviors of the disorder); because psychiatric disorders affect many 
areas of the patient’s life, a thorough coverage of the disorder is expected—not just a 
single behavior; include all outcome criteria, interventions and rationale. Please include 
references/documentation for rationales 


 All members of the group are expected to participate 
 Each member of the group receives a group grade, therefore, if a member does not 


participate, their grade will reflect their degree of participation 
 Nursing process is to be displayed on poster board for the class 
 Each presentation is to be no more than 15 minutes; the instructor does not expect 


presenters to read their presentation. Students may demonstrate techniques and 
interventions or role play specific behaviors/interventions 


 Include a typed, bulleted nursing process for instructor’s review (3 copies) 
 Include a reference page with the presentation for the instructor’s review. It is expected 


that references will include texts, professional journals and no more than two internet 
resources (these must be professional websites, with evidence-based references) 
 


Grading criteria:  
1. Individual participation (include list of each member’s contribution to the project): 20pts 
2. Assessment:  20pts 
3. Outcome Criteria: 20pts 
4. Interventions: 20pts 
5. Rationale: 20 pts 


 
Note regarding written assignments: since the nursing student is completing a 
course of study that will lead to licensure and an expectation of professionalism and 
correct documentation is inferred, the use of correct terminology, spelling and grammar 
is required.
